Year-Long Project: Non-Profit Research Notes

Today, you need to 1) choose a non-profit organization, and 2) take notes in your GoogleDoc on what that organization does and how people (primarily teens) can support it.
WHAT TO DO:

In your speech, you will be persuading your classmates to do two things:
1: Believe in what you believe in. Example: Be pro-life.
2: Act on that belief. Example: Go to a rally in Durham held by a pro-life group.
WHY TO DO IT:

In order to convince others to act, you need to tell your classmates where to go and what to do to make a difference. It is easiest to make a difference by simply supporting an organization devoted to your cause. Through this non-profit, you can convince classmates to give money, volunteer, or simply spread the word. It is also best to find a local organization that classmates can support.

HOW TO DO IT:

· Go to docs.google.com.

· Log in to your account.

· Click on your research notes document to open it. The title should be your period, your name, and research.

· Keep the notes window open. You can close any extra windows.

· In a separate window, go to garvoille.wordpress.com
· Click on homework tab
· Look for Persuasive Speech
· To find a non-profit for your cause, click List of Organizations in Durham and Beyond.
· Scroll through the document, reading the descriptions to see if any of these organizations support your cause. Try to choose a starred organization: that means it’s local to Durham.
· If you don’t find a non-profit there, go back to the homework page and click More Nonprofits.
· If that doesn’t work, search the web for your cause and the word “nonprofit” or “501(c)(3)”.
· When you find an organization, open up your favorite search site (google, bing, yahoo, etc.).
· Search for the name of that organization to find their website.
· In the citation section of your GoogleDoc, copy and paste the web address. Then put in today’s date. We will fill in the rest of the citation later.
· On their website, look for Mission or About Us. Take notes in your Google Doc about what the organization does. Do not plagiarize.
· Look for Support or Donate or How to Help. Take notes in your Google Doc about what people can do to help support the cause. This could be financial donations, volunteering, donating goods, distributing flyers, calling government officials, etc.
