 due: Thursday, March 25
1. Tuesday: Print off the current Wikipedia article stub on your book (one copy for each group member).

2. Tuesday: Print off the GoogleDoc of combined plot summary, characters, and source summary written by your group (one copy for each group member).

3. Wednesday: On your own, decide how to combine both the current article and the new paragraphs your group will add. Use the copyediting marks shown on the back of this page to make changes. Go through each of the following questions to guide your editing:

· Which paragraphs can be combined (if any)?

· Are there any paragraphs that should be switched or moved?

· Which sentences repeat information and can be deleted?

· Which words or phrases sound too “middle school,” or unprofessional? Replace those phrases with more appropriate words.

· Which sentences or phrases seem biased? Which words make the book sound “good”? Reword them to show a neutral point of view.

· What else does your article need to make it fit in with Wikipedia’s standards?

You should read the material aloud to check to see if it reads smoothly (if not, can you figure out a way to make it sound better?). Also correct any spelling or grammar errors you see.

This revision will reflect significant changes in structure and style, not just grammar alone.  You do not need to retype the article. This should take you at least 30 minutes.

“Why are we doing this?”

Since Wikipedia is a collection of individuals working as a group, oftentimes people disagree about how to improve an article. You can see these disagreements on the “talk” page of each article. By editing independently and then coming together as a group, you will experience the kinds of disagreements typical for Wikipedia editors and then resolve them. The process of resolution through debate ensures that the best edit survives.

Reordering an entire article requires higher-level thinking: evaluation on what’s important and what’s not.
