To move on to the next step of creating your Wikipedia page, you need to find articles published about your novel. These articles can be used to create a variety of sections in your page: Adaptations, Reception and Awards, Themes, or Controversy. You may decide to work on one section as a group or assign each group member a different section. Not all novels will have Adaptations (into a movie or video game) or Controversies.

1. Find an article on the internet about your novel. It should be from a reputable source. Look for reviews, best seller lists, interviews with the author (even on YouTube), author websites, or other press releases.

2. On a right-hand page of your journal, write the heading “Source.” Write down at least 3 facts or quotes from the source that you might use in your article. At the bottom, include an MLA-formatted “Works Cited” entry, including the web address, if there is one. Look on the back of this page for more citation information. Make sure each group member finds a different article. This part is due Monday!

3. This part is due Tuesday: On your left-hand page, write at least three sentences summarizing what the source says about the novel.

Include:

· Introduction sentence to what the source says.

· At least one fact.

· At least one quotation.

The journal page will be graded as homework based on completion. The Source Summary will be graded on all “Include” categories.

In order to publish on Wikipedia you need to prove to the world you’re not just making everything up. Plus, it’s written into Wikipedia’s 5 pillars:

“Pillar 1: Wikipedia is an encyclopedia incorporating elements of general and specialized encyclopedias, almanacs, and gazetteers. All articles must strive for verifiable accuracy: unreferenced material may be removed, so please provide references. Wikipedia is not the place to insert personal opinions, experiences, or arguments. Original ideas, interpretations, or research cannot be verified, and are thus inappropriate. Wikipedia is not a soapbox; an advertising platform; a vanity press; an experiment in anarchy or democracy; an indiscriminate collection of information; or a web directory. It is not a newspaper or a collection of source documents; these kinds of content should be contributed to the Wikimedia sister projects.”

Citation styles

There are a number of citation styles. They all include the same information but vary in punctuation and the order of the author's name, publication date, title, and page numbers. Any of these styles is acceptable on Wikipedia so long as each article is internally consistent. You should follow the style already established in an article, if it has one; where there is disagreement, the style used by the first editor to use one should be respected. There are examples of citations here.

Full citations for books typically include:

· name of the author(s)

· year of publication in brackets

· title of the book in italics

· city of publication optional

· name of the publisher

· page number(s) where appropriate

· ISBN optional

Full citations for individually authored chapters in books additionally include:

· the book's overall editor

· the title of the chapter

· the page numbers for the chapter

Full citations for journal articles typically include:

· name of the author(s)

· year and sometimes month of publication

· title of the article within quotation marks

· name of the journal in italics

· volume number, issue number (if the journal uses them), and page numbers (article numbers in some electronic journals)

Citations for newspaper articles typically include:

· name of the newspaper in italics (required)

· date of publication (required)

· byline (author's name), if any

· title of the article within quotation marks

· city of publication, if not included in name of newspaper

· page number(s) are optional

Citations for World Wide Web articles typically include:

· name of the author(s)

· title of the article within quotation marks

· name of the website (linked to a Wikipedia article about the site if it exists, or to Website's "about page")

· date of publication

· page number(s) (if applicable)

· the date you retrieved it (required if the publication date is unknown)

Example


“Due to its controversial subject matter, Speak has often been challenged. In the Platinum Edition of Speak, released 2006, Anderson spoke out against censorship. In material printed at the end of the novel, following an interview regarding the content of the book, Anderson wrote, "But censoring books that deal with difficult, adolescent issues does not protect anybody. Quite the opposite. It leaves kids in the darkness and makes them vulnerable. Censorship is the child of fear and the father of ignorance. Our children cannot afford to have the truth of the world withheld from them."[1]
