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Character Descriptions
 due: Wednesday, March 17.

1. In your group, list each character on the right-hand page of your journal. (You don’t need to list characters that have only one line or do little in the story.) 

2. Assign each character a number from 1-3: 1s are the main characters, 2s are the supporting characters, and 3s are the minor characters. 

3. Assign an equal number of level 1, 2, and 3 characters to each group member. It’s okay if some students have one more character than others. 

4. On your left-hand page, write a brief description each character assigned to you. Aim for 1-3 sentences, about 30 words or less. These sentences should give an informative overview of the character. Think of this as the character “in a nutshell.” You will publish these sentences on Wikipedia in the List of Characters section. Remember, your audience has not read the book. Clearly print your final sentences on your left-hand page.

Include:

· Relation to main character or plot

· Physical characteristics (How does this character look, talk, smell, or dress?)

· Psychological characteristics (How does this character normally think, feel, or react?)

· Complete sentences 

· Specific descriptions

· Quotes and/or page numbers will earn you extra points!

You will be graded for completion on Wednesday. This counts as a homework grade.

Examples


Cherokee: Weetzie’s daughter. Her father could be My Secret-Agent Lover Man, Dirk, or Duck. Weetzie resolves that all three of these men are Cherokee’s father.


Marian Halcombe - Laura's half-sister and companion, not attractive but intelligent and resourceful. 


Nemo — a law writer. A mysterious man who dies early in the story, he is later revealed to have been Captain Hawdon, an officer in the British Army under whom Mr George once served. He was the lover of Lady Dedlock and the father of Esther.


Daggoo is a gigantic African harpooneer from a coastal village with a noble bearing and grace. He is the harpooneer on Flask's boat.


Templeton is a gluttonous rat who helps Charlotte and Wilbur only when offered food. He serves as a somewhat caustic, self-serving comic relief to the plot.
