The Works Cited Page

This is what your parentheses in the body of your paper will point to.

1. TITLE. One space after end of essay or on next page, type Works Cited in regular type (Times New Roman, 12-point, not bold, not italic, not underlined, not all caps). Align Center.

2. ADD ENTRIES. Left align to the margin (not indented). Single space. Type up your works in MLA format. We’ll just start with the format for books.

3. FORMAT. If your work continues onto a second line, reverse indent. That means tab every line after the first. Add an extra space after each work by pressing Enter twice. Finally, arrange your works in alphabetical order by the first word.
The Title




1) Relates to thesis / Previews the essay

Often, titling an essay is the most fun part of writing it. “[Insert Book Name Here] Essay” does not qualify. You should never title anything like that ever again in your life. It’s boring! You’re in high school! You rock! Consequently, you need to give your essays rock ‘n’ roll titles.
