1. One person in your group should start a new GoogleDoc. Title the document with the name of your novel and your first name(s). 

2. Share the document with all group members (if applicable) and with Ms. Garvoille THROUGH HER GMAIL ACCOUNT: 


This is because DPS has tinkered with Google accounts associated with the dpsnc.net domain and Ms. G. cannot access documents you share with her school email.

3. This document will be your mock Wikipedia page. It will be where you put all the information about your novel, whether or not it’s on Wikipedia. This will constitute most of your grade. 

Add the MLA heading to the top of your page, alphabetizing group member by last name. Assign each person a different color text, like you did with To Kill a Mockingbird. If working alone, keep everything in black.
4. With W29 in hand, create a section with the wikitext heading Characters. It should look like this:

5. List each character, in order of importance, in a wikitext bulletpoint list underneath the heading. Put each character’s name in wikitext bold (it should not look bold in GoogleDocs). Be sure to skip an extra space in between each character’s name. It should look like this:

6. Assign each character to a group member by changing the character name to that group member’s color. It’s okay if some students have one more character than others. 
7. We will begin writing brief descriptions of these characters in class tomorrow. For now, you may continue working on the character list in your group folder, finding quotes and descriptions of each.
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
