1. Intro sentence

Example: The Lightning Thief received mostly positive reviews. 

2. Deliver opinions

Options listed here are starting points. You may come up with your own sentence structures.
A said, “------.“ (Name 1) However, “-----negative comment to create balance----.” 

B also criticized the novel as being “----negative comment----“. (Name 2)

C praised Book as “---phrase---.” (Name 3)

D complimented the author’s use of “----phrase----“. (Name 4)

E called it “-----” and added that it was “--------“. (Name 5)

The reviews, however, were not all positive. Nameofjournal added, “----negative comment---.” (Name 6)

3. Awards
Example: The Lightning Thief was the winner of the School Library Journal Best Book of 2005 (Tara 1) as well one of the books in the Chicago Public Library Best of the Best Books List, 2005. (Susie 3).

2. Type up your evidence in GoogleDocs. Put each piece of evidence on a different line. Make sure you put quotes around the phrases you took directly from the article. Put your name and card # in parentheses after the evidence.

3. Split the evidence up into ==section headings==: Reception, Major themes, Style, etc.

4. Organize the evidence in each section.

5. Write the evidence into complete sentences using the words and syntax provided above.

6. Copy and paste onto your User subpage. If in a group, decide who will post which section (you should divide up the sections equally). If you don’t have a user subpage, follow the instructions on the powerpoint posted on Garvoille.wordpress.com

7. Add this to the bottom of your User subpage:

i. Fill in all the spaces provided with your citation info. Capitalize everything correctly!
