Alliteration: The repetition of the same sound at the beginning of words near each other. Alliteration is SOUND, not the LETTER.


ex: crazy cats make kaleidoscopes 

Assonance: The repetition of vowel sounds within a word (not at the beginning). Beware, assonance is the SOUND, not the LETTER. The same letter can make many different sounds.


ex: round brown crowns (OW)


NOT: solid (AH) colors (UH)

Consonance: The repetition of consonant sounds within a word (not at the beginning). Consonance is the SOUND, not the LETTER. Many different letters can make the same sound.


ex: grafting the soft lift of fetters (FT)

What kind of sound is it? When answering this question, think about whether the sound is loud or soft, bold or quiet. Imagine you’re a sound effects worker on the radio and you have to make sounds with your mouth to go with actions or emotions. Make the sound over and over and imagine what action or emotion it goes along with. For instance, k-k-k is a harsh, annoying sound, like a woodpecker. Ow is a big, bold sound like what you would say when you’re hurt. Ft-ft-ft is a quiet almost nervous sound like someone shuffling down the hallway.
