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I. Introduction

1. Type up the basics of the scene from the front side of your Prewriting sheet. 
Example: Late Sunday night or early Monday morning, Romeo and Juliet meet at Juliet’s balcony. During this famous scene, Romeo and Juliet’s love moves quickly: Juliet asks Romeo to marry her and they plan for their wedding.

2. Type up name, artist, year, and description of the artwork from the back of the Prewriting sheet.

Example: Edwin Austin Abbey portrays this scene in his drawing “Romeo and Juliet” from 1908. In the drawing, Romeo is positioned below Juliet, who is looking up at the night sky. Romeo reaches his right arm towards her with one finger outstretched. Juliet rests her head on her hand.

3. Type up your thesis statement. Be sure that it mentions literary terms and that it states whether or not the artwork is successful.
Example: Abbey’s drawing is not a success: it captures the plot of the scene, but does not even suggest the speedy nature of Romeo and Juliet’s love, which is key to understanding the theme of the play.
II. Body Paragraphs

4. Type up a topic sentence for each body paragraph. Make sure your topic sentence supports your thesis and mentions a literary term.
Example: 

Abbey’s drawing captures the plot of the scene accurately, even small details.

However, the drawing does not suggest the speed of their passionate love; in fact, the drawing is very still and reflective, the opposite of Romeo and Juliet.

5. Under each topic sentence how the literary term appears or does not appear in the scene (use at least one quote for Regular, 2 quotes for Honors). Then explain how the literary term appears or does not appear in the artwork.

Example: Abbey’s drawing captures the plot of the scene accurately, even small details. In Act II, scene ii, Romeo compares Juliet’s eyes to stars when he says “and two orbs will take their place” (II.ii.58). Likewise, in the drawing, Juliet’s eyes are drawn with highlights the same shape as the stars in the sky, bringing the two together visually, like they are compared in the play.
