Connecting to the Text

Connections to consider:

- similar experiences
- senses: images, sounds, temperatures, or smells

- feelings
- relationships between characters that remind you of relationships in your life

- the author’s attitude towards the world that reminds you of when you also thought that way

- a conflict, struggle, or decision
The goal of this exercise is to help you think deeply about your own experiences and perspectives, not to find surface-level or coincidental similarities
