Foreshadow


Definition: The use of clues to hint at events that will occur later in a plot. It is used to build suspense.





Object


-One way to foreshadow is by placing, or describing, an object in a scene that will come into full use later.











Mini-version of the event


Example: “Sally was walking to school early Monday morning.  Ferocious clouds covered the sky. One by one, drops of rain fell onto her head.”
