Motif Journal / Literature Circle
Project Grade!

All journal entries should be at least 1 page long and must include:

· the DATE

· the MOTIF JOURNAL NUMBER

· a label of the CHAPTER numbers

· preparation for your literature circle ROLE:

· Questioner: Write out your five questions related to your group’s motif. During the literature circle meeting you write down your groups answers.

· Two questions must be about specific quotes. ex: “What’s the importance of the phrase ___?”

· One question must address theme.

· Illustrator: Complete a meaningful drawing relating to your group’s motif. You must include at least one quote and page number. During the literature circle meeting you share your image and explain.

· Motif Tracker: Your job is to write down every single possible reference to your group’s motif in that section of the reading. Write down a list of quotes (one word, one phrase, or one sentence) and page numbers. 

· Close Reader: Type up or write out a passage (1 sentence – ½ page long) from the book that relates to your group’s motif. Annotate it thoroughly in another color. Then write one paragraph explaining what the passage says about your motif. During the literature circle meeting, you will explain this passage.

· Researcher: Write a list of 10 allusions and/or vocabulary words with explanations (include website you got the info. from). During the literature circle meeting, you will explain these allusions to your group.

· Connector: Explain a connection between the novel and your life, pop culture, a song, a TV show, a news clipping, etc. 

You must incorporate anywhere in your entry at least one QUOTATION (with the page number in parentheses) that relates to the your group’s motif.

Journal entries are due on the day that the chapters are due, according to the calendar. You should carry them to class each day to use for class assignments. At the end of our reading, I will collect the journals for a project grade on the second quarter report card. Students enrolled in Honors are expected to show a deep level of thought in all entries.


It is your group’s job to choose who will take which role. You should switch throughout. Start assigning 
roles from the top of the list.
