Flash Fiction Workshop
1. Read aloud.

· Each author will read his or her story aloud, pausing to make corrections to or simply highlight any sentences that aren’t easy to read. 

· Writing group listens and takes notes on what’s good and what needs improvement. Do not share your comments yet.
2. Silent pass.

· Pass your story and your cover sheet to your left.

· Silently read the story you have received. 
· You may make editing marks as you read to help the author. 
· When finished, fill out the author’s cover sheet to give comments on how your designated literary element(s) appeared in the story.
3. Share feedback.

· Return story and cover sheet to its author. 
· Starting with one author’s story, go around the circle giving one compliment per person about the story. 
· If time, do a second round of compliments. 
· Then, do a round of suggestions. You may use the suggestion you wrote on the cover sheet if you wish.
· Continue for each author.

Remember, the requirements are:

- No proper names

- Syntax variety

- Elements of plot

- Third person

Literary Elements

Each member choose one or more literary element to master. 

You will look for this element in each author’s story.
1. Syntax Variety: When does the syntax change? How drastically? Does in match up with the climax?

2. Elements of Plot: Label the different parts of the story in the margins. Is there anything missing or unclear?

3. Figurative Language: Does the author use similes? Metaphors? Imagery? Where? How effective is it? Do you want more? Less?

4. Characterization: Are the characters believable? How are they described? Through dialogue? Action? Physical description?
5. Theme: What do you think the theme might be?
