Rhythm Homework: Short poem

Write a short poem with the same specific rhythm and meter in every line. Try to make the rhythm match the subject or tone. For instance, if your poem is about something relaxing or solid, use iambs. If your poem is about something fast, driving, or nerve-wracking, use troches. It does not have to rhyme.
Then, mark the rhythm with scansion and write the name of the rhythm and meter.

Your poem must be at least four lines long, but it can be longer. It can be about anything you want. Bonus points for using sound techniques like alliteration, assonance, and consonance.
