Basic definition: the message, moral, lesson, or take-away understanding in a work of literature.

Part A: it can be learned by the reader

Part B: or the protagonist

· Theme does not have to be a cliché. (ex: Home is where the heart is.)
· A strong theme can sound like a contradiction. (ex: The people you love the most are also those that hurt you the most.)
