Plot Review:

Exposition: what happens before the action starts

Inciting Incident: the event that triggers the conflict and begins the rising action

Rising Action: the many events leading to the climax

Climax: the most tense moment of the story, usually very close to the end, in which the conflict comes to the forefront

Falling Action: the aftermath of, or the way the characters deal with, the climax.

Resolution: how the conflict is resolved; the moment in which characters make peace with each other or their problem

Conclusion: what happens after the action is over
