	Example: Scout Finch believes that Tom Robinson is innocent and should not be convicted. She explains that she even “toyed with the idea of asking everyone [in the courtroom] below to concentrate on setting Tom Robinson free” (Lee 239). Her idealism about the equality of people shows through in this desire of hers for Tom’s innocence.
