Requirements:

· An introduction paragraph that sets up the argument and ends with the thesis statement (group)

· A DADS thesis, approved by the instructor. (group)

· At least as many body paragraphs as there are group members. More are possible. Body paragraphs should be well-developed, following the ACE-IT format. Each body paragraph must have topic and conclusion sentences. (individual)

· A conclusion paragraph that wraps up the argument without repeating it and argues for the significance of the idea. (group)

· Textual evidence incorporated correctly. This means no quotes as their own sentences and each quote has a page number citation. (individual)

· Essays should be at least 2-3 pages long.

· A Works Cited section. (group)
· Each person’s name and contributions should be color-coded.

· Times New Roman, 12 point font

· Double-spaced

· 1” margins

· MLA Format Header (first page only)

· Student last names and page number should appear on each page (except the first) in upper right-hand corner.
