Developing a Thesis Statement

1. Choose an issue by reflecting on aspects of the text that piqued your curiosity. Answer all of the questions below. Provide as many different answers to each question as possible. Try to keep your answers focused on your motif.

2. In your group, everyone should read their issues aloud and come up with a list of possible group issues. As a group, choose one of the issues above that you would like to figure out an explanation for. Write your motif and your point in the middle of your idea chart (construction paper). Each group member must contribute to the idea chart, either by writing directly on it or by writing on sticky notes and placing those on it.

3. Open your book and notes. Create an idea chart in order to come up with an explanation. Include…

· Quotes from all the passages that discuss the issue or help explain it (use your motif notes)

· How does this issue come up in other places in the novel?

· The broad topics connected to this issue (topic = love, friendship, bravery, etc.)

· Where do those broad topics come up elsewhere in the text? Note characters, plot elements, and quotes connected to the topic.

· Many possible explanations for the issue
